“Don’t not get drunk on wine, which leads to debauchery. Instead, be filled 

with the Spirit” (Eph 5:18). 

Read Ephesians 5:6-20 
 

You can be filled with all kinds of “spirits”. Some people are consumed by a 

spirit of bitterness. Others are driven by the desire to dominate and to rule. 

People become addicted to alcohol – a very unfortunate situation. Perhaps 

it also happed in Ephesus; hence this statement by Paul. 
 

All Christians celebrate the wonderful day of Pentecost in Jerusalem when 

the disciples were overwhelmed by the Spirit of God. It happened soon 

after Jesus’ ascension. Pentecost will be just another day if you merely 

commemorate what happened to the disciples on that particular day. But 

when you yourself are filled with the Holy Spirit on Pentecost Sunday and 

devote yourself anew to him it will become a very special occasion for you. 
 

When the Spirit fills you, he inspires you to be like Jesus. He replaces your 

negative “spirit” with worthy Christian characteristics. When you meet 

someone who reminds you of Jesus Christ, you can be sure that he or she 

is filled with the Holy Spirit. When the Spirit has entered your life, he 

empowers you to love and to be of service to other people in the name of 

Jesus. Consequently you will get a group of people that will be known as 

the church of Christ. Give yourself anew to the Spirit of God so that he may 

fulfil you.
